     Salem Presbytery’s Medical Mission Trip, October 9-17: Tina and Sam Jenkins have returned from the Medical Mission trip to Ocosingo, Chiapas, Mexico, where, along with nine other people, they participated in a medical clinic for the Tzeltal speaking Mayan people who live in that part of Chiapas.
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The clinic was held Monday thru Thursday, Oct. 11 thru 14, at the Alpha and Omega Bible School. The school trains Christian students in a three year preparation for leading congregations in preaching or music.

Eight paramedics, trained in a four year program by the Tzeltal Synod, as well as three local Mexican dentists volunteered their time and worked alongside the U.S. volunteers to treat the patients. Approximately 900 patients were seen in the four day clinic.
Some of us attended a meeting of the Tzeltal Synod held at the school to discuss issues related to the Hands of Christ Medical Clinic that has been built on school land adjacent to Alpha and Omega. The clinic has been built with mission trips through Salem Presbytery and donations through Hebron USA, Inc., formed to support the efforts of Christians to help bring medical care to the indigenous Mayan people of Chiapas. 
Tina accepted the invitation of Sharon Heneveldt, a long term missionary there, to go with her to a prison 2 ½ hours away to meet with the men in the prison. Tina and Dee Ann Worth, a nurse from Illinois, went with Sharon into the prison to share the Gospel with the prisoners.
During the week, Sharon took Sam and Harless Wright, another co-worker, to the main prison in Ocosingo to fit reading glasses for 35 prisoners. They also met with the male nurse for the prison and the Director of Prisons in the region. 
On Sunday before the clinic began, the group worshiped in the Nueva Mission de Christo (New Mission of Christ) where our hosts, Pablo and Jan Feliciano worship. Sam preached on Hebrews 12:1-6, 14-15 and Pablo translated from English to Tzeltal. The clinic group sang “God, I Adore You” in Spanish and “Alleluia” in three languages. 
Mission Trip Opportunities: Anyone interested in participating in the mission trips can go to the Salem Presbytery web site (salempresbytery.org) or speak with Sam or Tina Jenkins for more information and types of trips and dates.  Here are two upcoming trips.
    Mexico Medical Mission Trip is the last week in February and the first week in March. That trip will include a one-week clinic at a village in the mountains and a one-week clinic at the Bible school in Ocosingo.
     Honduras Mission Trip is January 13-24, 2011. This is a construction trip to build houses in a very poor village with missionaries, Tim & Gloria Wheeler.
