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PASTOR'S LETTER 
I love you! 
 
Three small words. And in certain context, they 
can cause harm or healing, sadness or joy. They 
can have tremendous power or fall into 
meaninglessness. And the power of those words 
are rooted in the one wielding them and what is 
known about them. If I walk up to a stranger and 
say, ―I love you!‖, that wouldn’t mean very much 
to them. In fact, that could be pretty strange. But 
if I say to someone I’ve known for some time, 
someone whose learned about my quirks and 
someone whose quirks I embrace, someone who 
makes me feel connected and complete, someone 
I adore, saying ―I love you‖ becomes an 
expectation. 
 
Being here a year and a half, you’ve had time to 
learn some of my quirks: my penchant for the 
dramatic, my constant refrain for direct, personal 
communication, my wanting to pray about 
everything (whether or not I’m on the clock!), my 
curious need to procrastinate, and my own 
struggles with how best to balance my time with 
my family and with the needs of our congregation. 
But I’ve gotten to know some of your quirks as 
well. 

Many of you love and appreciate your history, 
even at times to a fault. Many of you are 
passionate about what you believe and even about 
what you’re willing to say. We have folks in our 
community who are on opposite ends of political, 
social, and economic scales. We are still having 
tense, but terse, conversation about traditional 
verses contemporary worship styles and priorities. 
We don’t talk about money but need to. We don’t 
talk a lot about service but are slowly ratcheting 
up our activity. We’re conflicted about our needs 
verses the needs of our rapidly changing and 
growing Mebane/Hawfields community. We are 
wrestling with our identity as a Presbyterian 
church (as exemplified by our current hymnal). 
 
There’s probably a lot more we could add to our 
lists about each other, but I can tell you that 
whatever may be on your list I am in love with my 
church. This I’m able to say now that I’ve been 
here a while. This I can say because it is true. 
 
But God loves us more.
